We take our responsibility for every child in our care very seriously. Where a parent/carer arrives to collect a child, and a member of staff suspects that he/she is under the influence of alcohol or drugs, the member of staff will refuse entry into the nursery and will report their concerns to the managers.
The managers will discuss the concerns with the parent/carer and should she feel the person is incapable of taking responsibility of the child she will refuse to release the child into his/her custody.
The managers will then call the emergency contact listed on the registration form. If the situation cannot be resolved in a reasonable manner then the police will be called. The Nursery is obliged to report anyone they feel is incapable of driving a vehicle and are a danger to others.
The nursery will always follow their safeguarding policy with regards to the above which may involve contacting Social Services and/or the Police.
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
